Box of Joy Update: 

The Office of Religious Education reports that the Arch-
diocese of Mobile contributed 4,282 boxes to the pro-
gram.  The count for the Mobile Deanery was 2,390.  The 
Cathedral Parish donated 55 boxes.  According to ORE, 
“Rumor has it...that the total boxes from our archdiocese 
equaled or came close to equaling all 11 other participat-
ing dioceses in the country.”   
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
